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This Sunday’s Readings—The Twenty-Sixth Sunday in 
Ordinary Time 

Amos 6:1a, 4-7; Psalm 146:7, 8-9, 9-10 (1b); 1 Timothy 6:11-16;

Today’s readings remind us that we must continually be open to God’s love and 
persevere in the love we owe God. St. Francis de Sales remarks: 
God calls both the rich and the poor to render service due to God. We see in 
today’s Gospel that Lazarus, though suffering, perseveres in loving God faithfully 
and dies happily. But the rich man clung so strongly to his wealth that he made it 
his god. 

Like the rich man, we can become obsessed with our possessions. As a result, 
we pray that God will do our will instead of praying that we do God’s will. That is, 
we try to use God as a means to our ends, which is an illusion. God alone is our 
true end. 

Avarice is not the only disordered inclination. There are others, such as 
selfishness, anger, pride, or envy. Yet, if we are open to God’s love, neither our 
temperament nor our inclinations can hinder us from persevering in a holy way of 
life. However abundant as a water source may be, the water enters a garden in 
full flow only according to the size of the channel that brings the water into the 
garden. The Holy Spirit is like a fountain of living water that flows into our hearts 
to spread its grace therein if we consent. It is not grace that fails us; rather, it is 
we who fail grace. God’s enlivening love is never wanting to us if we are willing to 
receive it. 

After his conversion, St. Paul, who was naturally sharp, rude, and harsh, became 
fully open to God’s grace. Taking hold of Paul’s natural harshness, God’s love 
made him so much more resolute in the good he undertook and invincible in all 
kinds of pains and labors. Is not God’s love higher than nature? Persevere, and 
with God’s help, you will arrange all your natural inclinations according to reason. 
Then you will become attentive to the love you owe God, and all your works will 
produce fruit that proceeds from God’s Spirit, the wellspring of our spirit.

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Saint Peter Claver 
Patron of Missionary Work Among  

All African Peoples 

Born in the village of Verdu in the province of Lleida in Catalonia, Spain, in 1580, 
Pedro “Peter” Claver, as a student at the University of Barcelona, wrote in a 
notebook that he kept throughout his life, “I must dedicate myself to the service of 
God until death, on the understanding that I am like a slave.” 

At the age of 20, having completed his university studies, Claver entered the Society 
of Jesus. While at Palma, Mallorca he was studying philosophy, he befriended St. 
Alphonsus Rodriquez, who was known for his holiness and gift of prophecy. Brother 
Rodriguez, having received a message from God, predicted that Claver would spend 
his life servicing others in the colonies of New Spain and Rodriguez urged the young 
man to accept that calling. 

Claver followed his urging, volunteering for the Spanish colonies, and found himself 
in 1610 in the port city of Cartagena. Cartagena was a hub for the slave trade 
through which tens of thousands of West Africans poured in yearly. During the next 
six years, Claver studied theology. He was deeply troubled by the harsh treatment 
and wretched conditions of the enslaved African men and women he observed. 

Alonso de Sandoval, a Jesuit Priest, mentioned Peter Claver in his writings as one 
who had devoted himself to serving the enslaved people. Claver was a responsive and devoted follower, and in 1622 he 
signed his final profession document in Latin as he was ordained, Peter Claver servant of the Ethiopians (i.e., Africans) 
forever. 

Claver made it his practice to meet the slave ships as soon as they entered the port. He would board the ship and move 
down into the holds to minister to those who had survived the miserable journey of many months under unacceptable 
conditions. As the slave traders corralled the enslaved people and moved them to the yards where buyers inspected 
them, Claver moved with them, providing medicine, food, bread, and lemons to the terrified captives. He was able to 
communicate basic information with the help of pictures and sometimes an interpreter. 

When ships were not arriving with their human cargo, Claver would move about the country, giving spiritual consolation to 
the enslaved people as he visited the plantations. Church historians estimate that Claver baptized over 300,000 enslaved 
people. He also preached in the city to sailors and traders. He also saw those he had baptized and sought their humane 
treatment. Whenever possible, he would stay in the slave quarters. As a result of his continuous work, over 40 years, and 
his kind and accepting manner, the conditions of the enslaved people slowly improved. He became known as the Apostle 
of Cartagena. 

Pope Leo XIII canonized Peter Claver in 1888 along with his Jesuit mentor, Alphonsus Rodriguez. In 1896 Pope Leo 
named Claver, the patron of missionary work among all African peoples. Today, the Apostleship of the Sea (AoS) carries 
on St. Peter Claver’s mission. St. Peter Claver is also the inspiration for port chaplains and those who visit ships in the 
name of the Church through AoS. 

The Knights of Peter Claver, Inc is the largest African-American Catholic fraternal organization in the United States. The 
Missionary Sisters of St. Peter Claver, founded by Blessed Mary Theresa Ledochowska in 1894, is a religious 
congregation of women serving the spiritual and social needs of the poor, particularly in Africa. 

The Congress of the Republic of Colombia established September 9 as the Human Rights National Day in Claver’s 
honor. September 9 is the feast day of St. Peter Claver.
