Fr. John Crossin, OSFS, will give a talk about his new book, “Moving Into the Ecumenical Future: Foundations of a
Paradigm for Christian Ethics,” on Saturday, February 11 at 11:00am in the auditorium.

Father Crossin’s book proposes ten pillars for a common Christian Ethics. He believes we should rely on the guidance of the
Holy Spirit, ground ourselves in biblical teaching, consider the practical experience, and focus on our relationships with God
and one another.

Father Crossin served for five years as Executive Director of the Secretariat for Ecumenical and Interreligious Affairs at the
Catholic Bishops’ Conference. His publications include four books on Virtue Ethics and numerous articles on Salesian

Saint John Neumann has been sheltering up to 60 unhoused guests in its facility this past week as part of the County’s
hypothermia prevention response program. Our guests will depart for another church on Sunday morning, January 22. Our
most fundamental goal has been to keep homeless people from freezing at night during the cold winter months, and we have
been successful.

Our casserole drive was a great success: parishioners made over 200 casseroles! We used many of the pulled pork, pulled
chicken, baked bean, lasagna, chili, cheese and sausage, and macaroni and cheese casseroles during the week, as well as
some of the others. Thanks to the many people who made such delicious homemade meals. We still have quite a few to
donate to Embry Rucker and other shelters throughout the season.

Your clothing, money, and food donations were also essential to our program. Our guests appreciated the new clothing
items; we used monetary donations for bus passes and unexpected items they needed. The food you and our faith partners
provided enabled our guests to take a bag lunch when they left each day. Of course, we also used your food donations at
our shelter. Any leftovers will go to area shelters.

Next week, we will present some details about what the hundreds of volunteers from four faith communities did during their
many volunteer hours in this complicated year. Each year, our guests are overwhelmed by the kindness and generosity of
St. John Neumann parishioners and its faith partners. We thank everyone who participated in our hypothermia prevention
week effort. You all made a difference.
