Dear Parishioners,  

“Rejoice, Jerusalem, and all who love her. Be joyful, all who 
were in mourning; exalt and be satisfied at her consoling 

breast.” (Isaiah 66: 10-11)  

On this Fourth Sunday of Lent, traditionally called Laetare 
Sunday, we rejoice with the Church as we express hope and 
joy amid our Lenten journey anticipating the joy that awaits us 
at Easter, just before entering the holy but somber days of the 
Passion.

Thanks to all our various ministries who have 
supported these efforts by leading the stations, providing the 
soup, and setting up and cleaning. Thanks also to those who 
gave presentations at the Suppers. Please plan to join us on 
March 24 and 31 for the last two opportunities before the start 
of Holy Week.  

Just a reminder, we have three remaining Wednesdays for  
the Light Is On confessions are from 6:30pm-8:00pm. On 
Wednesday, April 5, additional priests will be available to hear 
confessions, including in Spanish. There are no confessions 
on Holy Saturday, April 8. As we enter the final weeks of Lent, 
I pray that all of you have been able to experience some 
sense of transformation in your Lenten journey or something 
that reflects God’s presence in your daily life – both in the  
joys and the struggles.

Sunday Salesian Reflection for the Fourth Sunday in Lent 

We just heard another of those wonderful stories found in John’s Gospel. Each story 
teaches us something to get us to look deeper into life. Today’s Gospel is a story of 
light and sight - about not seeing the light, being afraid to see the light, seeing the 
light, and tragically refusing to see the light. 

Jesus, the light of the world, gives sight to the man who has been blind from birth. 
The waters of the pool of Siloam wash away the muddy earth from his eyes, and he 
sees - an obvious reference to the waters of Baptism. 

It’s hard to believe that the Pharisees could be so obstinate in their refusal to believe 
what the man reported. They are blinder than the man ever was. Even the parents 
are afraid to believe their son’s story for fear of being put out of the synagogue. 
The Gospel points out that Jesus wasn’t only interested in the man’s bodily sight. He 
came to give him “saving sight” - the fullness of faith in him as God’s Son and Savior 
of the world. The man’s belief in Jesus cost him his place in the synagogue. 

The final scene of the story shows us the tragedy that is unfolding. Those who took 
great pride in their religious sight are not open to the light that Jesus brings. They are 
truly blind. 

From time to time, each of us shares in the various attitudes displayed in the Gospel 
story. Sometimes we are like the man born blind, and Jesus must give us sight. 
Sometimes, like the Pharisees, we’re reluctant to see his workings in those around 
us. Like the man’s parents, we can be afraid to acknowledge the light of Christ 
because others may criticize us or, worse, reject us. The Gospel encourages us to 
live faithfully by the light that Jesus gives us. 

The conclusion of the Gospel is a warning: If we choose to be our light, we risk 
eternal blindness. 

May we have the courage to examine our way of seeing and again choose Jesus as 
our light.

Catholic Boarding Schools in Native America: 

Truth-Telling Through Historical Research

Dr. Kathleen A. Holscher is the current Director of the Religious Studies Program at the University of New Mexico and an 
Associate Professor and Endowed Chair of the Roman Catholic Studies Department of American Studies and Religious 
Studies Program at UNM. She is interested in how religious and colonial practices have co-constituted one another 
historically and in moments when religion is an opportunity for resistance. Her most recent work has dealt with Catholic 
clerical sexual abuse in the context of US “Indian missions.” “Her work has extended into thinking about religious boarding 
schools and other residential facilities that managed Native youth. Dr. Holscher’s presentation will explore how recent 

historical research has led to revelations concerning the nature of care in these 
programs. 

Dr. Holscher holds a Ph.D. and a Master of Arts in religion from Princeton University. 
She graduated from Swarthmore College, earning a Bachelor of Arts with high honors. 
In addition to her current academic work at the University of New Mexico, she was an 
assistant professor in the Department of Theology and Religious Studies at Villa Nova 
University from August 2008-August 2012. Dr. Holscher has served as president of the 
American Catholic Historical Association, the preeminent academic organization of 
scholars, archivists, and teachers of Catholic studies in the United States. She is a 
National Research Fellow at the Center for the Study of Religion and American 
Culture.

We are Called to Action and Prayer 

What we can do: wasting water also wastes energy. Thirteen percent of total electricity use in the 
U.S. goes to pump, treat, and heat water. As an act of solidarity with the 4 billion people 
worldwide who face severe water scarcity issues, plan ways to reduce your water usage. 

Fast from water waste. Most toilets, dishwashers, and washing machines on the market now use 
considerably less water than older models. Reduce your water usage even more by shortening 
your showers or installing water saving devices (easy and inexpensive) on your shower heads. Be 
aware of how long the water is running while you wash dishes. Don’t over-water your lawn and 
garden. How else can you be more efficient? 

PRAYER: May we recognize how our actions impact the planet and may we increase our efforts 
to support people who are most vulnerable to climate change.
