Dear Parishioners, 
 
Pentecost marks the official birth of the Church. The result of 
the reception of the Holy Spirit was immediate. The Apostle’s 
fear gave way to courage. Filled with the Spirit, they went out 
to proclaim the Risen Lord, even if when that meant 
undergoing persecution and death. They were given the gift of 
language, which enabled them to go and proclaim Christ in 
different parts of the world. Jesus said to them again, “Peace 
be with you. As the Father has sent me, so I send you” (Jn 
20:21). We, too, have received this mandate from the Lord 
through our Baptism and Confirmation. St. Paul says, “For in 
one Spirit we were all baptized into one body” (1 Cor 12:13). 
 
As stewards of Christ, we are called to share our faith through 
our ministries. The Holy Spirit has bestowed on us the gift of 
love. Love is the greatest force on earth. It speaks a language 
that all can understand. It breaks all human barriers, including 
color, culture, nationality, and social status. This language of 
love will continue to unite all our parishioners into a more 
engaged Catholic community. How do you envision 
unleashing the power of the Holy Spirit within you to transform 
our families, our community, and our world? 

Just as the early followers of Christ were inspired by the 
disciples to begin a new journey of faith, we, too, are called to 
live our faith through words and actions. We see that faith is 
alive and well in our midst in the many ministries that are 
available both within the parish and in the larger community. If 
you are seeking to be more involved either in the life of the 
parish and/or in the wider community, I invite you to discern 
your talents and desires at this time in your life and where the 
Holy Spirit may be leading you. One resource to assist you in 
getting started is the Parish Ministry guide which can be found 
on the website, and hard copies are available as well at the 
Welcome Desk.

SJN’s newest Adult Faith Formation class explores “The Religious Life 
Articulated by Cinema’s Great Directors.” Starting on Saturday, June 10, and 
running for four weeks, the course will examine classic cinematic offerings and 
analyze how each film portrays questions of faith. Each class begins at 6:00pm in 
the Brown-McCarthy Auditorium. 

The schedule of films is as follows: 

• June 10, Tender Mercies, directed by Bruce Beresford. This 1983 Academy 
Award-nominated film for Best Picture starred Robert Duval and Tess Harper 
and asked, “Why do things happen? And how do we deal with those things?” 

• June 17, A Man for All Seasons, directed by Fred Zinnemann. This 1966 
Academy Award winner for “Best Picture” starred Paul Scofield in the role of 
St. Thomas More. The film explores More’s life in the service of King Henry 
VIII. 

• June 24, The Flowers of St. Francis, directed by Roberto Rossellini. Hailed 
by the Vatican as one of the 45 greatest films ever made, it explores the life 
of St. Francis of Assisi. 

• July 1, Ordet, directed by Carl Theodor Dreyer. This 1955 Danish film, voted 
“The Best Foreign Film of the Year” by the National Board of Review, 
explores how people of different faith traditions bicker but can find common 
ground.

Christianity and 12-Step Programs: “Step by Step” - Part Two 

Today, we continue our look at Christianity and 12-Step Programs. Since Alcoholics Anonymous began in 1935 by two 
recovering alcoholics, there has been curiosity and criticism about how Christianity and 12 Step Programs fit together. The 
extremes are extreme: “12-Step Programs are a cult.” “12 Step Programs are a religion”. “12 Step Programs rely on God.” 
“12-Step Programs don’t believe in God.” 

So how do Christianity and 12-Step Programs complement one another and/or differ? What, if any, is the common ground? 
Below is a brief look into the similarities using Old and New Testament scripture. (A “to follow” article later will review the 
differences). Last week, we looked at the first three steps in a 12-Step program; today, we look at steps four through seven, 
which are: 

Step Four: Make a searching and fearless moral inventory of ourselves. 

Step Five: Admitted to God, ourselves, and another human being the exact nature of our wrongs. 

Step Six: Were entirely ready to have God remove all these character defects. 

Step Seven: Humbly ask Him to remove our shortcomings. 

Do not Steps four through seven sound like an examination of conscience in preparation for and participating in the 
Sacrament of Reconciliation? 

In Lamentations 3:40, we hear: “Let us search and examine our ways and return to the Lord.” 

John 15:2 “He takes away every branch in me that does not bear fruit, and everyone that does he prunes so it bears more 
fruit.” 

In BOTH the 12 Steps and Christianity, humility emphasizes our total dependency on God. 

Next week, we will look at steps eight through twelve and wrap the series up.
